control over. Farming and parenting are both combinations of
law and love, responsibility and compassion, diligence and
grace — and what we want is a healthy robust harvest; healthy,
happy, compassionate/caring, successful adults.

As a parent we are called to do everything we can to reap the
best harvest in the climate we’ve been given and we’re here
for the long haul. There will be seasons before the harvest.
Seasons of love, seasons of tears, seasons of joy and more.
Remembering that ‘to everything there is a season’ allows us
to slow down and appreciate this season, this school year and
this moment in your child’s life. I hope this harvest season
you pause long enough to appreciate the growing crop
(children) you have been given and to re-commit for the long
haul to your role in nurturing them to greatness.
