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Updated Covid-19 Guidelines

Dear Parents and Guardians,

The recent return to school has been challenging and we have been faced with
daily changes. In an effort to clarify the way we are currently addressing the
rise in COVID cases, we would like to share the most recently updated guide-
lines provided to us by Gateway Community Charters leadership, under the
guidance of Sacramento County Public Health. We are making the following
modifications to our current processes immediately.

»  We are suspending all modified quarantine testing. Students will be al-
lowed to stay in class without testing as long as they are not show-
ing any COVID symptoms. Per public health: The threshold for this is
very low and any slight symptom is considered a reason to send a student
home. As we see how things progress we may be able to offer clinics for
students for rapid testing at several sites but not yet.

» Classrooms will be placed on 100% Independent Study if 3 or more (staff
and/or students) are reported positive from that classroom/period. This is
not negotiable and an expectation of both Sacramento and Yolo County.

» The nursing team will prioritize staff and student contact tracing to en-
sure we are identifying positive and symptomatic staff members as re-
quested by public health.

» Any student that has a positive home test MUST quarantine for 5 days
and test at day 5. If they are negative with no symptoms they can return
to school. If they are positive and have symptoms they need to quarantine
for another 5 days (10 total) and can return to school on day 11 as long as
symptoms improve and they are fever free for 24 hours with no fever re-
ducing medication. The nursing team will not be contacting families
with at home positive test results as a priority. All students taking an at
home Covid19 test will need to fill out the “Attestation of Covid-19
Home Test Completion” (attached to the ParentSquare email) and return
it to school.

Thank you all for your cooperation and understanding during this ever-
changing challenging times.
