The school in collabora-
tion with parents and guardians
strive to work together to build
a high-performing school cul-
ture where students know they are loved and are challenged
to grow. As a Capturing Kids’ Hearts (CKH) showcase
school, we believe that it’s an entire community’s responsi-
bility to help equip and empower students to grow into
adults who are ready to lead with heart. We also know how
challenging it can be to create intentional time and space to
help grow students’ leadership skills and prepare them for
success. The truth is, it’s never too early (or late) to start,
and we are here to help!

COA uses a comprehensive program known as social emo-
tional character education program that was developed by
CKH. In this program, we deliver lessons that emphasize
good aspects, including personal, community, and online
values. In collaboration with parents and guardians, we be-
lieve that we have a duty to bring up a youthful generation
with habits and virtues such as respect, responsibility for
others, citizenship/civility, and justice. The school empha-
sizes these values for our identity, life, and culture. In short,
we believe intellectual development equips children with
skills that contribute to children’s social and emotional de-
velopment. All children need to learn core values to work or
live in an already socialized world. Therefore, the school is
socializing children with important social and community
values.

Throughout the school year, the school holds character edu-
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cation assemblies and school activities on a monthly basis to
support character development. One core value the school

teaches and demonstrates its application is empathy.
Throughout September, students learned how to put them-
selves in other people’s shoes. For academic purposes, ask-
ing children to put themselves in other’s shoes helps them
appreciate that people learn differently. Empathy at a per-
sonal level is taught or demonstrated by urging children to
spend time with new people to know them better. Still, we
emphasize empathy in the online space by asking young
learners to pay attention to what matters and show concern.

Learners spend most of their time in school. COA utilizes
the month of October to teach children self-directing values.
For example, at a personal level, teachers self-direct by ask-
ing learners to take care of their responsibilities. Teachers
also teach how self-directing can be applied at the academic
level because they help children to set learning-related or
academic goals. Self-directing at a community level teaches
pupils to keep their neighborhoods and environment clean.

The school teaches teamwork throughout November by em-
phasizing that a person becomes a team player whenever
they generate or suggest different ideas to resolve a problem
or issue. December is a holiday month that grants us an
opportunity to teach children to be responsible. We urge
learners to think ahead and complete their work, respective-
ly. January is a good month to teach respect in a school that
aims to capture kids’ hearts. Other values we teach are kind-
ness, courage, perseverance, and integrity in February,
March, April, and May, respectively. We always encourage
parents to support children’s character development at home
as well. While we as a school do what we can to support the
character development of our students, as the school admin-
istrator, I urge all parties to play their roles diligently.

At COA, we
believe that the practice of goal setting increas-
es students’ goal setting skills and also increas-
es students’ self confidence and critical think-
ing skills. Each trimester, students set goals for
themselves by reflecting on their iReady Diag-
nostic Assessment results in both math and
reading. They identify their academic challeng-
es, so that they can make decisions with the
guidance of their classroom teacher about how
to better their study skills in order to achieve
greater success.

As the school counselor, I work alongside students,
teachers, parents, administrators, and the communi-
ty. I strive to be an integral part of students’ daily
educational experience.

BELOW ARE SOME OF THE SERVICES
THAT 1 OFFER:

» Individual Counseling

I implement individual counseling interventions
designed to help students establish personal goals
and develop future plans. I also work to meet stu-
dents’ immediate counseling needs, usually
caused by life events or situations and conditions
in students’ lives.

» Classroom Guidance

Twice a month I go into your child's class and
implement a variety of classroom guidance.
