Over the
last 14 months, we have
proven repeatedly that our
core mission is being imple-
mented and tested. Because
of the terrible war in Ukraine, we have accepted a
large influx of refugee families who fled the war in
hopes of a better and safer life and future. Upon
arrival to the US, these families were hit with a
huge culture shock. Everything is different here:
new culture, new systems for nearly everything, and
it can all be very scary. When they found COA,
they were able to find, at least a little bit of, a re-
prieve. To many families and students, it felt close
to home. They were able to freely communicate
with fellow students in their home language, receive
the help they so desperately needed. I am proud of
the community we have built here at COA and to
have the ability to help so many people during the
scariest time of their lives.

We would like our newest families to know that we
have so many services and resources available to
you at all times. We have an amazing Parent and
Community Liaison Team, who are all bilingual
and will be able to help you and guide you in any
way requested. There are also many programs that
we can help you enroll into. As a school, we offer
free breakfast and lunch for all students, we provide
school supplies for newcomers, free wi-fi hotspots,
monthly food box distribution, a free after-school

program for everyone interested, as well as free
summer school, we have a large number of bilin-
gual staff members who are always available for
translation and help, and so many more. We also
have very strong connections with community re-
source centers and can always guide you for assis-
tance with all of your questions. Please know, that
COA is always open for you to provide any help
that is needed and we are always willing, able, and
eager to assist you in any way necessary.

Using this opportunity, I would like to sincerely
thank all of our more established families who have
opened your homes and hearts to all of the new ref-
ugees. You take time and resources from your, al-
ready busy, schedules and tight budgets to help oth-
ers. You housed them, fed them, driven them to
important appointments, helped them find their own
housing, helped them find and buy cars, and so
many more things. You are all superheroes and I
hope you get repaid for all of your efforts and dedi-
cation.

Of course, as a school, we have had to make quite a
few adjustments to our programs. Our English Lan-
guage Development (ELD) program was challenged
and reevaluated. We modified instruction, assess-
ments, our after-school program and so many more
things. With so many changes and challenges, we
are doing everything we can to help all of our stu-
dents succeed. It is very important to us that we
know what the needs of our community are. As the
school year slowly comes to an end, we will be
sending out our annual Parent Survey. I would like
to ask all families to please complete these surveys
to help us all succeed. It is crucial for the growth
and development of our school.

One Pill of Fentanyl Can Kill

Fentanyl is currently very common in our community; it is a powerful synthetic opioid that is like morphine but is

50 to 100 times more potent. Fentanyl is odorless, tasteless and colorless. Young people think they are taking “blues,’
OxyContin or Xanax, but they are often taking pills laced with fentanyl. Recently, law enforcement agencies have also
warned about the danger of fentanyl being disguised as candy, specifically targeted to be sold to children.

The best prevention is talking to your student about never taking any medication that doesn’t come from their doctor.
This includes never taking pills, even from friends. This is a conversation that can literally save your child’s life.
One pill has the potential to be deadly.

OTHER PREVENTION STRATEGIES INCLUDE:

e Open communication: One of the best ways to protect
youth from substances is by having open communication and
educating them on the risks of substance use. Listening to
them without judging is a critical tool you can provide as their
trusted adult.

e Look for changes in behavior: Look out for changes in
behavior, such as irregular eating or sleeping patterns, low
energy, general signs of depression or anxiety, unusual
irritability, slipping grades, lack of interest in activities they
love, and even drastic clothing style changes. Trust your
instincts. If you notice a change, ask about it.
