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THE IMPORTANCE OF SUMMER LEARNING

According to a recent
study by the American Ed-
ucation Research Journal,
children lose up to 40% of
the gains they make over
the course of the school
year during summer break.
TR However, the differences
.~/ N at the margins of the re-
i AR Q\ ~ search were even more
o ~ extreme. While some chil-
dren gain an additional 32% of their in-school
gains over the summer, others lose almost
90% of what they have learned over the previ-
ous year. This summer learning loss accumu-
lates over time and students are left catching
up for huge gaps in their knowledge. By pre-
venting loss of learning over the summer, we
can help our students stay on grade level and
perform closer to our expectations for them.

This year, our school is offering a 9 hour per
day in-person summer school program. The
program will feature small groups focused
around reading comprehension for the first half
of the day, and a variety of clubs and activities
during the second half. These clubs will include
art, sports and more. A survey for summer
school registration was sent out in March and
all interested parents were asked to register
their children then.

With only 10% of our students enrolled in sum-
mer school, our school provides Summer
Bridges workbooks for the remaining 90%. All

Bonus:

students receive these workbooks, giving them
an opportunity to work on assignments across
all subject areas during the summer. Studies
show that working on 15 minutes of Summer
Bridges daily prevents learning loss and pre-
pares students for success as they come back
to school in the fall. There are over 60 days of
activities with step by step activities, as well as
flashcards, stickers, and a completion certifi-
cate.

For parents who are not familiar with the mate-
rial covered in the book, there are answer
guides that can be used to track student pro-
gress. Our school also offers incentives for stu-
dents who complete the workbook by the be-
ginning of the upcoming school year. Students
who complete the workbook and turn it in at the
beginning of the year earn a special prize. Par-
ents can expect to see these workbooks
brought home by the end of the school year.
