I am excited to get
to start another
school year with all
of you, and even
more excited to step
into my new role as
the Campus Princi-
pal of Operations. I
will be overseeing
facilities, technolo-
gy, attendance, and
discipline at both
COA  Elementary
and Middle School.
While this is a new
configuration of responsibilities, I believe that these
areas are my strengths and I will be able to help our
schools and students grow in new ways.

To ensure student success, we will be taking a more
proactive approach to attendance in the coming school
year. Attendance is one of the most important factors
for student achievement and, for that reason, schools are
held accountable for student attendance by the state and
federal government. The connection between student
attendance and their learning is being studied more than
ever before, and the research shows that poor attendance
has serious consequences for student outcomes. Chronic
student absences reduce the opportunities for teachers to
build connections, for students to make friends and for
social-emotional learning to occur.

A recent study by the National Center for Children in
Poverty looking at young children found that absentee-
ism in kindergarten was associated with negative first
grade outcomes such as greater absenteeism in later
years and future lower achievement in reading, math,
and general knowledge. Another study at Arizona State
University found that students who eventually dropped
out of high school missed significantly more days of
school in first grade than their peers who graduated
from high school.

The effects of lost time at school build up one day at a
time, which is why it is important for us to catch and
prevent these patterns early. During this school year,
you can expect to see more correspondence about your
child’s attendance patterns. We take the achievement of
our students very seriously and hope that parents will do
their part by making sure that their students are on time
and at school daily.
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Additionally, while discipline has not been as big of an
issue at COA as it may be in other schools, [ would like
to stress the importance of communicating with your
child about the expectations we have for their behavior
at school. Both parents and school staff have an expec-
tation for how our students will behave, and it is im-
portant to let them know about what that looks like. We
will be doing our best to make sure that the school’s
behavioral expectations are clearly communicated and
ask that parents do the same at home.

I look forward to working together with our parents to
help ensure that our students have the best opportunities
for success!
