| WISH MY STUDENTS’
PARENTS KNEW

MY NAME IS ADAM ROMERO, and I'm pleased to
say that I’ve taught your children for the last twelve years at
Community Outreach Academy, ten of which, at the elementary
campus. As a parent, and educator, I would like to share some
perspective with a community that [ have come to know, respect
and love. Every conversation I have had I have learned more
about your expectations and hopes for your children. As your
child’s instructor, there have always been thoughts that I wish
you the parents knew.

A little about me first. I’m a native Californian, in that I’ve
lived here my entire life. I’'m not American Indian. I remember
much of my childhood. I had some pivotal moments attending
public school during the 1980’s growing up in Southern Califor-
nia, in a mixed Caucasian and Hispanic community, named
Corona. My father went to work each day while my mother
stayed home and made extra income for the family as a seam-
stress. My older brother and I grew up in a struggling middle

class family, when there was still a middle class, rich with love.
We didn’t have a lot, but we wanted for nothing. The following
is intended to be informative to the challenges that educators
face throughout one academic school year. By no means is the
explanation a complaint, simply an account of what a typical
veteran teacher faces regularly with the profession.

Teachers often face numerous challenges, regardless of their
experience level. I would like to shed light on the struggles of
teachers in areas such as time spent preparing meaningful les-
sons, family responsibilities, and the impact on their personal
mental health. By understanding these challenges, we can better
appreciate and support the educators who play a crucial role in
shaping our children's future. One of the major struggles teach-
ers face is the enormous amount of time required to create
meaningful lessons that engage and educate students effective-
ly. Teachers, especially in charter schools, often design their
own curriculum and adapt to diverse student needs. This extra
work can consume evenings and weekends, leaving little per-
sonal time. Even veteran teachers feel the pressure to keep their
teaching fresh and engaging. This constant demand for creative
lesson planning takes a toll on their work-life balance. This in-
cludes the amount of time needed to grade and give students
feedback that is informative, positive and growth minded.

Juggling family responsibilities alongside their teaching com-
mitments is a complex issue for educators. Teachers are not
only responsible for the well-being of their students but also
need to be present and supportive of their own families. The
long hours at school, grading papers, and attending professional
development events can take away precious moments from their
loved ones, leading to strained relationships.

The emotional and mental well-being of teachers is a growing
concern. The pressures of maintaining discipline in the class-
room, meeting academic standards, and addressing students'
individual needs can be overwhelming. This often results in
stress, anxiety, and even burnout. Many teachers suffer in si-
lence, feeling unsupported in their struggle to maintain their
own mental health. Both newcomers and veteran teachers en-
counter numerous challenges in their professional and personal
lives. As parents, it's vital that we acknowledge the dedication
of our educators and work together with schools and the com-
munity to ensure they receive the assistance and recognition
they deserve. By doing so, we can help create a more nurturing
and conducive environment for our teachers, ultimately benefit-
ing our children's education and well-being.
