Because of the terrible war in
Ukraine, we have accepted a large influx of refugee
families who fled the war in hopes of a better and
safer life and future. Upon arrival to the US, these
families were hit with a huge culture shock. Every-
thing is different here: new culture,
new systems for nearly everything,
and it can all be very scary. When
they found COA, they were able to
find, at least a little bit of, a reprieve.
To many families and students, it felt
close to home. They were able to
freely communicate with fellow stu-
dents in their home language, receive
the help they so desperately needed. I
am proud of the community we have
built here at COA and to have the
ability to help so many people during the scariest
time of their lives.

We would like our newest families to know that we
have so many services and resources available to
you at all times. We have an amazing Parent and
Community Liaison Team, who are all bilingual
and will be able to help you and guide you in any
way requested. There are also many programs that
we can help you enroll into. As a school, we offer
free breakfast and lunch for all students, we provide
school supplies for newcomers, bimonthly food box
distribution, a free after-school program for every-
one interested, as well as free summer school, we
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have a large number of bilingual staff members who
are always available for translation and help, and so
many more. We also have very strong connections
with community resource centers and can always
guide you for assistance with all of your questions.
Please know, that COA is always open for you to
provide any help that is needed and we are always
willing, able, and eager to assist you in any way
necessary.

Using this opportunity, I would like to sincerely
thank all of our more established families who have
opened your homes and hearts to all of the new ref-
ugees. You take time and resources from your, al-
ready busy, schedules and tight budgets to help oth-
ers. You housed them, fed them, driven them to
important appointments, helped
them find their own housing,
helped them find and buy cars, and
so many more things. You are all
superheroes and I hope you get re-
paid for all of your efforts and ded-
ication.

Of course, as a school, we have
had to make quite a few adjust-
ments to our programs. Our Eng-
lish Language Development (ELD)
program was challenged and reevaluated. We mod-
ified instruction, assessments, our after-school pro-
gram and so many more things. With so many
changes and challenges, we are doing everything
we can to help all of our students succeed. It is very
important to us that we know what the needs of our
community are. As the school year slowly comes to
an end, we will be sending out our annual Parent
Survey. I would like to ask all families to please
complete these surveys to help us all succeed.

Every year our students in grades 3 through 8 take the Smarter
Balanced Summative Assessments (SBAC). Students in 5™ and
8™ grade will also take a science test called The California Sci-
ence Test (CAST). These are part of our state testing system
called The California Assessment of Student Performance and
Progress (CAASPP). These computer adaptive assessments are
customized for each student and monitor how they are doing at
school. School scores and student participation rates will impact
our standing based on the academic indicators of the California
Dashboard so it important that at least 95% of our students take
the assessments and that all students take it very seriously. This
year, testing window for COA will be open after Spring break
and conclude in May. As the test approaches, we wanted to pro-
vide parents with four important tips to consider over the com-
ing months.
