As our children hear daily from the School Song
during the Morning Message, COA Eagles are
bright, they don’t fight, they will always do what’s
right.

These are
the characteristics that we try to instill in our stu-
dents and develop through our Social-Emotional
Learning program.

This year, we were able to make some changes to
our school’s offerings that we think will benefit
our students greatly.

A much-anticipated addition to our school this
year was our very own ELD (English Language
Development) Coach. Our ELD Coach will be
working with our classroom teachers to make sure
that they have all the resources necessary to serve
our English-learner students. Though we have of-
fered these services for years, we are excited to
have a dedicated staff member to oversee all of our
ELD programs.

We were also able to add TK (Transitional Kinder-
garten) to our school this year. As of right now, we
have 42 students enrolled in TK. These students
did not meet the age requirement for Kindergarten
this year, but were qualified for TK. We are happy
to be able to serve a wider range of students and
know that these students will be well-prepared for
Kindergarten next year.

As some of you may know, we were also able to
add a third offering to our World Language De-
partment. We have added Ukrainian to our offer-
ings of Russian and Spanish for students in grades
2 through 5. This addition was years in the mak-
ing, and was highly requested and anticipated by
our families as well as our staff. Adding this lan-
guage offering helps us to better serve our student
population, as well as support our community in
the preservation of our cultures and traditions.

COA Middle offers variety of activities, lessons, both be-
fore and after school to support and teach students how to
be true HUSKIES.

This year we have hired a school counselor, Stephanie
Serna, who has been working with students in class and
outside of class to support them behaviorally, socially, and
emotionally. Students are always open to talk to Ms.
Serna, or request to meet with her. Each month our students
will participate in social emotional character education
traits such as empathy, courage, responsibility, respect, in-
tegrity and so on. You can find a full list of these traits in
student handbook on page 21. Student handbook is at-
tached in student planners which all students have received
first week of school.

We are super excited for the many new electives we are
offering this year, such as another leadership class, robot-
ics, Ukrainian language, etiquette, creative writing, teacher
and office assistants, and digital art. Other electives from
previous years remain such as art, journalism, project lead
the way, Russian language, advanced Russian language,
and technology.

This year, to support our advanced students, we have
opened honors math and honors ELA classes. To support
students that need more help academically we have study
hall classes. We have also opened more English Language
Development classes to support our students in learning
English language.

The ELPAC (English Language Proficiency Assessments
for California) is the mandated state test that is used to de-
termine the English language proficiency (ELP) level of a
student. It is administered two times each school year to
students who are new and once for students who have al-

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ready taken it in previous years. The initial assessment is
given to newly enrolled students whose primary language
is not English, as indicated on a home language survey.
The summative assessment is given to students who have
been previously identified as an English Learner. Both sec-
tions consist of reading, writing, listening, and speaking
questions. In order for a student to be reclassified and not
have to take the assessment, they must score at a level 4
and meet other academic criteria. Regardless, every parent
will be notified by mail when their student will be tested
but any student who is classified as an English Learner
must take the assessment by law.

At COA, i-Ready is an online program that we use for
reading and math support. The program is designed to help
determine our student’s academic needs and provide per-
sonalized learning. i-Ready consists of two parts: Diagnos-
tic and Personalized Instruction. The i-Ready Diagnostic is
an adaptive assessment that adjusts its questions to suit stu-
dents’ needs. Each question is individualized and targeted
based on the student’s answer to the previous question. The
purpose of i-Ready is not to give students a score or grade,
but instead to determine how best to support their learning.
i-Ready Personalized Instruction does this by providing
students with lessons based on their individual skill level
and needs, so students can learn at a pace that is just right
for them. Students will take the i-Ready diagnostic three
times this school year and will work on individualized les-
sons all year. Some students may be assigned i-Ready as
homework, but any student can use the program at any time
(home or school).
