If it isn't working and your child needs additional
support, you may be called to have a meeting with a
group of people. This meeting is called a Student
Study Team (SST) meeting. This is a meeting where
we bring in a group of people including teachers, par-
ents, admin, SST lead, and others (if needed) to offer
additional ideas and supports to help your student.
SAPs and SSTs are here to help your child, not as
something to be fearful of. We want to do everything
we can to help your child academically, socially, and
behaviorally.

If your child is in need of speech service or continues
to have academic concerns your child may eventually
be assessed for additional services, and if they quali-
fy they will receive an Individualized Education Plan
(IEP). The IEP process is one where the parent is in-
volved the entire way and has the right to make the
decisions that best fit their child's needs. We have a
team of people that will help walk you through the
process and help answer any questions you may
have.

Thank you for all of your involvement at COA and
your support of your child(ren), it means so much to
us to work as a team. We are all here because we care
about our students and want what is best for them.

As we approach the end of our first quarter at the Middle
School we wanted to share some important information
with you. At COA Middle School, we pride ourselves in
teaching students to take more ownership of their learning
and Student Led Conferences are one way we do that. We
believe that parents, students, and teachers should have
open communication about school, grades, goals, and oth-
er important decisions in life. Therefore, this format is
meant to help students and parents engage in open and
honest dialogue about learning. During the conference,
students will do most of the talking as he or she shares
work samples and discusses progress and goals in each
class. We believe that setting a goal encourages students
to take action and overcome obstacles. As such, it can also
help students to develop critical thinking skills, new prob-
lem solving techniques, and a better understanding of how
to overcome issues as they move forward in life. During
the conference, parents will have the opportunity to ask
questions and can use our list of suggested questions.

During the conferences, teachers will be present to help
facilitate but will not be leading these. If you have ques-
tions for the teacher, please feel free to ask. And if you

wish to meet with another teacher to discuss academics,
please contact that teacher directly.

To sign up, you should use the google form that was sent
out to parents. This form will allow you to choose the
times that work best for you. After you sign up for your
times, your child will be notified and asked to write it in
their student planner. Each student presentation should
last about 15 minutes and the conferences will be held on
October 18 - 20.

What do you enjoy the most/least about this subject?
Do you participate in class discussions and activities?

Do you interact with your teacher well? Is there some-
thing you wish your teacher knew about you?

Do you work well with a partner?

Are there times when you prefer to work alone?
What strengths or weaknesses do you bring to group
projects?
