Intervention to students who need additional support.
We have an amazing After School Program, that in-
cludes homework club, art, music, gymnastics, and
many more wonderful clubs. COA ES has a school
culture of “Whatever it takes, our kids are worth it.”
You can see this is our fundamental belief from the
moment you step foot on campus. This is apparent
from our staff, facilities, and the program we run.

Elementary education has developed over the years
and is very different even from when | attended ele-
mentary school.

Programs
such as these are also wonderful for supporting our
English-learner students. In addition to these pro-
grams, we also strongly encourage the use of Roset-
ta Stone or Duolingo for practice of the English lan-
guage. These programs allow your child to practice
the English language and acquire the skills neces-
sary to be successful in the classroom.

I am a member of the Student Services team along
with the Vice Principal, Resource teacher (RSP),
Speech-Language Pathologist, Reading Interven-
tion teachers, Instructional Coaches, Counselor, and
Student Support Specialists. Our team works to
support students who may have challenges with
learning or need social emotional support. My job
at COA includes:

» Supporting Diverse Learners; giving cognitive
assessments to learn more about a student’s
learning strengths and challenges.

» Cognitive assessments may include memory,
visual processing (the way the brain processes
information that is seen), auditory processing
(how the brain processes verbal information)
and motor development (how a student uses
their hands and eyes together or fine motor
skills). My assessment may also include behav-
ior or social emotional concerns.

» Consulting and collaborating with school staff
(teachers, curriculum coaches, speech, RSP, ad-
ministrators)

» Improving Academic Achievement

» Promoting Positive Behavior and Mental Health
(counseling and social skills groups)

» Creating Safe, Positive School Climates

Strengthening Family-School Partnerships

» Improving School-Wide Assessment and Ac-
countability Monitor individual student progress
in academics and behavior.

If a student needs support we have an SST process
which is an opportunity to have conversations
about challenges at school. Those challenges may
include academic, behavior, or social emotional.
The SST allows the team to provide strategies to
help a student make progress.

If a student doesn’t make the progress we hoped,
we can offer an Assessment Plan. This begins the
process of special education. With parent consent
the team completes testing to see where a student is
demonstrating strengths and where they may be
struggling with any areas of concern. After the test-
ing the team holds an Individualized Education
Plan (IEP) meeting to discuss what was learned
about the student. If a student qualifies for special
education services, they receive extra support while
they are at school. This support may be in the class-
room, in small groups, speech and language ser-
vices, or counseling. No services can be provided
without parent consent.

If you have questions or concerns about your child,
there is a lot of support that can be provided to
them at school.
