» When did you immi-
grate to the USA? Tell us
a little about your family
and your first impres-
sions of life in America. [
came to the United States
at the age of four from
Lviv, Ukraine. We settled
in Sacramento and have
lived here since then.
Coming at such a young
age, 1 quickly adapted to the American lifestyle
and comfortably adjusted since I spent only a few
years in Ukraine. I do remember my first year in
Kindergarten and feeling like an “American.” At
that age I didn’t even understand what that meant,
but I remember hearing the adults use the words,
“We are now Americans.”

Why did you decide to become a teacher at
COA? My decision to become an educator stems
back to my elementary years as a student. I was
fortunate to have amazing teachers that rooted in
me the desire to learn which over time grew into a
passion to become an educator and teach. In addi-
tion, my parents also played an active role. My
father held a job that allowed him to travel through
many schools in California and across the United
States. My summers were spent in various schools/
classrooms helping my father but also learning
more about the field of education and what it takes
to be a teacher. You can say that my life formed
me into becoming an educator. I was always inter-
ested in schools that I call “Living and Breathing.”
A school where kids are the focus, where kids are
challenged and high expectations are set, a school
where teachers are passionate about what they do,
a school that is willing to go above and beyond,
and a school that stands firmly in what they be-
lieve.

» In your opinion, what makes COA different from

Before becoming a teacher, I was a
substitute teacher and had the privilege to work in
three different school districts and be in many
schools throughout the Sacramento area. Communi-
ty Outreach Academy is a unique school and a
school that stands out from others. This school not
only has a school motto “Whatever it takes - Our
kids are worth it,” but it lives and breathes these
words. From the para educator that greets the stu-
dents at the gate, to the intervention teacher that
works diligently to help students succeed, to the
classroom teacher that provides each student with
the highest quality instruction, they all are heavily
invested into each student. COA stands out because
it cares for every student and will do whatever it
takes to make sure these students are successful as
they progress through the grades.

What academic advice can you give to par-
ents? One of my favorite quotes says, “Education is
a shared commitment between dedicated teachers,
motivated students and enthusiastic parents with
high expectations.” We all want our children to be
successful, but that means parents also take an ac-
tive role in the classroom through volunteering, ac-
tive participation during school events, voicing their
opinions/desires at school meetings, and supporting
their school and its vision.

Any wishes for refugees/newcomers? Adjusting to
a new school, new lifestyle, and new processes will
take time - give yourself grace and always keep
moving forward, one step at a time.

I earned my Doctor of Education (Ed.D.) degree
from Columbia University. As an educational lead-
er, I fervently believe that an Instructional Coach
must fully embrace the spirit of shared governance
and consistently strive to develop collaborative
working relationships with a diverse group of col-
leagues. When I previously taught and utilized the
PBIS system, there was nothing more gratifying
than witnessing an initially frustrated student be-
come cognitively engaged; playing a significant role
in bolstering an individual’s confidence levels is the
greatest imaginable blessing. I am keenly aware of
the challenges that educators face and, when meet-
ing them for the very first time, I preface each ini-
tial conversation by saying: “I have been there and
know exactly what you go through; I totally get it.”
One of the most wonderful responsibilities that I
have as an Instructional Coach is to observe and
mentor teachers; working with practitioners, who
have cultivated a growth-mindset, is especially re-
warding. I have truly enjoyed the subsequent, post-
observation reflection meetings when conversing
with teachers. I also work closely with the Principal
and Vice Principal in various capacities; an example
of collaboration involves conducting data analysis.
The data reveal student achievement outcomes,
which enable us to formulate practical solutions as
to how we can help all learners reach further aca-
demic growth.

I possess a teaching license in English with supple-
mental authorization in History; while pursuing my
credential at National University, I was able to sim-
ultaneously work as a substitute teacher at various
sites within Sacramento. One of the greatest high-
lights of my career took place at Rio Americano
High school, where a newspaper article was written
about me: “Dr. S'is a star amongst students” 1
could not possibly articulate how moved I felt by
this gesture.

English 7 (Grade 7); World History (Grade 7); Pro-
ject Based Learning (Grades 7 and 8); English Lan-
guage Development (Grades 7 and 8).

While I was a graduate student in the School of Ed-
ucation at UC Davis, I took extremely great pride in
being hired as a TA and Course Reader in the de-
partments of Chicana/o Studies and Native Ameri-
can Studies. Subsequently, when pursuing a second
master’s and doctoral degree in education at Colum-
bia University, I continued to be in contact with a
number of UC Davis students, who sought me out
for academic/career advice and letters of recom-
mendation.

For fun, I love spending time with my parents and
brother, socializing with close friends and engaging
with hobbies, including: watching and playing bas-
ketball, being in close proximity to water, traveling,
walking and listening to music. A fun fact is that,
while residing in New York, I was privileged to be-
come close friends with the owners of Omonia
Cafe, who made the huge cake for the movie “My
Big Fat Greek Wedding.”
